Laying hens in Ontario are housed in a variety of ways, in keeping with standards set out in a strict Animal Care  
Program based on a national Code of Practice, which was developed by Canada’s top veterinarians, animal care experts,  
representatives from the Canadian Federation of Humane Societies and the Canadian Food Inspection Agency.
